Peer Review
Internal peer review is a powerful tool that Research Development & Services (RD&S) recommends all applicants pursue to gain a competitive edge in any grant funding competition. RD&S does not require an internal peer review of the application for the SSHRC Standard Research Grants competition; however, having it peer reviewed prior to submission is now necessary in order to be eligible to receive funds from the SSHRC Reapplication Assistance Program should your application to SSHRC receive a 4A status. 

Peer review is the process of subjecting a researcher’s work or ideas to the scrutiny of others who are knowledgeable in the general research area to ensure the grant proposal meets the standards of the discipline. For the purpose of internal peer review, peers are defined as fellow faculty members at Western or its affiliated university colleges; they need not be members of the applicant’s own department. Feedback given by a co-applicant is not considered to be objective peer review. The internal peer review is intended to provide constructive feedback in order to strengthen the proposal and increase the likelihood of funding.
